Senate Bill 611 is now_Public Act 315 of 2020
and amends the Library Privacy Act. The law
goes into effect on March 29, 2021. The
greatest change to the Michigan Library
Privacy Act is clarifying that a library record
does not include video surveillance and that
video surveillance can be turned over to law
enforcement without a court order if it shows
no identifying records.

The Library
of Michigan has transitioned RTRM to a
program that focuses on supporting public
library staff as they model early literacy skill
development directly to families and
caregivers with young children (ages birth to
5). RTRM will continue to train and support
public library staff as they engage in outreach
to families and caregivers, as well as early
childhood centers, schools, and daycares in
their community.
